Sorusturma kapsaminda ABD Uluslararasi Ticaret Komisyonu'nun (USITC) zarara iliskin kararini 9
Temmuz 2024 tarihinde verdigi ve ince denye polyester kesikli elyaf {irliniiniin yerli sanayiye ciddi
zarar veya zarar tehdidi olusturacak sekilde artan miktarlarda ithal edildigini tespit ettigi ve
Komisyon {iyelerinin mezkur zarara yonelik tedbir Onerilerini bildirdigi aktarilmaktadir.
Bu kapsamda, USITC'nin ilgili bulgularmni igeren raporunu ABD Bagkanina sundugu ve ABD
yasalarina gore ABD Bagkani’nin nihai kararin1 vermek i¢in USITC raporunu aldiktan sonra (ek
bilgi talep etmemesi halinde) 25 Ekim 2024 tarihine kadar siiresi bulundugu bildirilmektedir.

Ek'te yer alan DTO Bildirimi'nden de goriilecegi iizere, USITC elektronik belge bilgi sistemi
(EDIS, https://edis.usitc.gov) iizerinde yayimlanan 10 Eyliil 2024 tarihli belge ile ABD Bagkani'nca
tarafina devredilen yetki kapsaminda ABD Ticaret Temsilcisi (USTR), Komisyon’dan belirli
iilkelerden ithalat artisinin yerli endiistride olusan ciddi zarar veya ciddi zarar tehdidi iizerindeki
etkilerinin incelenecegi ve bu kapsamda bahse konu {lilkeler hari¢ tutularak nedensellik analizinin
yapilacagi ve DTO Anlasmalar1 kapsaminda ciddi zarar veya zarar tehdidine yol agacak o6lgiide
artan ithalata sebep olan ongdriillemeyen gelismelerin (unforeseen developments) belirtilecegi bir ek
rapor talebinde bulundugu aktarilmaktadir.

THEREOF CAUSED BY INCREASED IMPORTS

Fine Denier Polyester Staple Fiber

Supplement

The following communication, dated and received on 11 October 2024, is being circulated at the
request of the delegation of the United States.

Pursuant to Article 12.1(b) of the WTO Agreement on Safeguards (Safeguards Agreement), the
United States is supplementing its earlier notifications! regarding the determination of the U.S.
International Trade Commission (ITC) with respect to serious injury, or threat thereof, to the
domestic industry caused by increased imports.

1. Provide evidence, citing relevant data and the applicable period of investigation of
serious injury or threat thereof caused by increased imports.

As previously notified, on July 9, 2024, the ITC determined that imports of fine denier polyester
staple fiber are being imported in such increased quantities as to be a substantial cause of serious
injury to the domestic industry. The ITC forwarded its report to the President on August 26, 2024.

On September 10, 2024, the United States Trade Representative, pursuant to delegated authority
from the President, requested additional information from the ITC to assist the President in
determining the appropriate and feasible action to take that will facilitate efforts by the domestic
industry to make a positive adjustment to import competition and provide greater economic and
social benefits than costs. Specifically, the request asked that the ITC:

e report on whether increased imports of fine denier polyester staple fiber from all sources
other than Canada and Mexico, or both, are a substantial cause of serious injury or threat
of serious injury to the domestic industry;

e report on whether increased imports of fine denier polyester staple fiber from all sources
other than Australia; Canada; Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala,
Honduras, and Nicaragua (collectively, the CAFTA-DR countries); Colombia; Israel; Jordan;
South Korea; Mexico; Panama; Peru; and Singapore are a substantial cause of serious injury
or threat of serious injury to the domestic industry;

e report on whether increased imports of fine denier polyester staple fiber from all sources,
inclusive of South Korea, but excluding the other sources in the preceding paragraph, are a
substantial cause of serious injury or threat of serious injury to the domestic industry; and

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e identify any unforeseen developments and the effect of the obligations incurred under the
WTO Agreement that led to the articles at issue being imported into the United States in
such increased quantities as to be a substantial cause of serious injury, or the threat thereof,

to the domestic industry.
